GOOD NEWS

Our missions giving for 2021 was strong. We continued our
tradition and commitment to the Florida Methodist Conference by
paying 100% of our apportioned benevolences last year. This totaled
$17,724.

We also collected a considerable amount of funds towards the extra
mile missions of our church. During 2021, we supported various love
offering causes with more than $32,455. These missions include the
following:

Also not included are projects supported by other groups
representing our church such as UMW, UMM, Sunday school classes,
etc. These dollar amounts also do not include the time and talents
shared to others by the many volunteers of our church.

So when they had
brought their boats to land, they forsook all and followed Him.
